Globe Theatre Trip 

The History Department is organising a visit for Year 11 History students to the Globe Theatre in London on 
17th and 24th April. As part of the GCSE History course, students will need to study a particular historical 

environment, for the current GCSE cohort, this will be the Globe Theatre. This trip will therefore be extremely 
beneficial for History students in preparation for their GCSE exam. It will also be a fantastic opportunity for Year 

11 students to develop their understanding of theatre in the Elizabethan era, a key part of the Elizabethan unit. 
The visit we are planning involves travelling from LPGS to the Globe Theatre by train. On arrival, students will 

take part in an interactive lecture and a tour of the Globe. Students will be divided into two groups; one will 

leave after registration and come back for P5 and the other will leave after P1 and come back 
after school. Students will be informed by their History teachers on which day they’ll attend; these dates are 

also available on the consent form.  

We will journey from LPGS to the Globe via train. We have applied for free travel from TfL however students 
should bring a topped up travel card in the event they disembark from a different station on the Eden Park Line. 

Students should wear school uniform. As the students will be outside for part of the day, we would recommend 
they bring a waterproof coat. A drink would also be useful for the journey. Students must bring a notebook and 

pen to write with. As we are aiming to minimise disruptions to their lessons, we ask that students bring packed 

lunch as there won’t be an opportunity to purchase food. If students are in receipt of free school meals, a 
packed lunch will be available for them to collect at the start of the school day. If students bring valuables such 

as a mobile phone or camera, they do so at their own risk. There will not be many opportunities for the students 

to spend money, so we recommend they bring no more than £5.   

• Students register in their form groups as normal 

• Meet in the Dalo at the time given by teachers  

• Walk to Eden Park Station  

• Train to London Bridge Station 

• Walk to the Globe  

• Attend session including the Globe Tour  

• Lunch 

• Return to LPGS. Students will be dismissed from either LPGS or Eden Park Station  
 

This is an optional trip and participation is not a requirement to fulfil course requirements. We are asking for a  
voluntary contribution of £12.15 per student, payable via MCAS, to cover the cost of this trip. Please complete 

the consent form via Evolve and make the payment of £12.15 by 16th March 2026. As the viability of the trip 

depends on adequate numbers paying, your prompt response is greatly appreciated. As always, if parents/carers 
feel they can make a contribution on behalf of another student as well as their own, this is very much 

appreciated. There is a small fund available to help students in need, please see our website for more 
information (scroll down the page and click on “Other Information”). Please note, if your child is in receipt of 

pupil premium funding then payment will not be required.
